In the scheme of the Revitalization Plan (First Version), we have 

made it a rule to control the progress in order to enhance its 

effectiveness. As a new fiscal year started, we are pleased to inform 

the citizens about the revitalization status of the prefecture by 

summarizing the results of implemented projects in 2011 as well as 

explaining the major projects the prefecture intends to prioritize and 

endeavor to complete in 2012.

To promote the decontamination efforts in line with the dose distribution, 

pursuant to the Act on  Special Measures concerning the Handling of 

Pollution by Radioactive Materials.

The Act specified the area designated to take measures for contaminated 

waste and the special area of decontamination (11 municipalities) for 

which the national government takes responsibility in processing of their 

waste and decontamination, as well as the area for focused research on 

contamination level (41 municipalities) whose environmental contamination 

is to be intensively researched and measured.

The prefecture implemented decontamination works for 10 ha out of private residents in Onami Ward 

Fukushima City as one of the model projects.

Consequently, the background dose rate (1m high from the ground) was reduced by 34%  on average. 

Based on the result of the model project, the prefecture prepared  a "Manual for geographical 

decontamination” for persons in charge of municipalities in March, 2011.
