Mt. Bandai is an active volcano continuously Mt. Bandai

monitored and observed by the Japan Meteorological Agency.

Elevation of 1816.2 m. The mountain
is a symbol of Fukushima Prefecture.
There are six trailheads. The
Happodai trailhead is recommended
for beginners. In 2011, it was certified
as a Japanese Geopark.

As there is a possibility of sudden eruption, when you hike
the mountain or visit it for sightseeing, make sure you are
adequately prepared in case of an eruption.

Obtain information about the
mountain you intend to hike
beforehand.

(to prevent inhaling volcanic ash or gases)

*Head lamp and flashlight

(to aid vision when ash is falling)

(to protect yourself from volcanic debris)

(to acquire information in an emergency)

*Emergency food and drinking water
(to prepare for evacuation)
