M Introduction of the Kenjinkai and its Main Activities

When we realized that many in Perth, Australia wanted to help with the revitalization of Fukushima, we decided to
establish the Fukushima Kenjinkai in Perth with the participation of people from or connected in some way to Fukushima.
Since then, we have ran a Fukushima booth at the “Japan Festival®, a festival that attracts many visitors every year. We
highlight Fukushima as well as sell local specialty food and crafts from Fukushima, and use the money collected from sales
to support children’s activities in Fukushima. With a spirit of “It's No problem”, members do whatever they can whenever
they can with the hope of bringing smiles to children in Fukushima.
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I Activities Supporting the Revitalization of Fukushima

- October 2013: The Kenjnkai held an exchange project with Fukushima Prefecture (Fukushima University, etc.)

- February 2014: The Kenjinkai ran a Fukushima PR booth at the Japan Festival in Perth. (Has continued every year since
then)

- April 2014: After messages for people of Fukushima collected in Australia were exhibited at Fukushima Prefectural Office,
they were presented to Special Needs Education Schools, etc.

+ May 2014: The Kenjinkai ran a sake booth at the Hospitality EXPO hosted by the Australian Hotels Association and
promoted sake from Fukushima in cooperation with two breweries. (Also held in the following year.)

+ January 2015: “A Piano in Storage,” which was shown at the 2nd Overseas Fukushima Kenjinkai Summit, was screened at
the Japanese Movie Festival.

- April 2015: The Kenjinkai participated in the Mental Support Project and shared information about Fukushima.

- May 2016: The Kenjinkai participated in a joint event with the Perth Kimono Club and shared information about
Fukushima.

+ October 2016: The Kenjinkai helped support for the Fukushima Prefecture Tourism & Specialty Seminar in Perth and
Sidney.

- 2016: The Kenjinkai participated in a reception for the Emperor’s birthday hosted by the Embassy and highlighted
Fukushima.

- March 2018: The Kenjinkai sold food and goods from Fukushima at the Japan Festival in Perth and promoted Fukushima.

- April 2018: Donated funds to the Soccer Club at the Sakura no Seibo Gakuin, etc.

+ March 2019: The Kenjinkai sold food and goods from Fukushima at the Japan Festival in Perth and promoted Fukushima.

- June 2019: The Kenjinkai participated in Cycle Around Japan hosted by the Consulate-General of Japan to Perth and
promoted tourist sites in Fukushima.

+ December 2019: The Kenjinkai presented 80 hand-made blankets from the Knitting Club in Perth to a special nursing
home for the aged, “Nagomi no Sato.”

+ March 2020: The Kenjinkai shared information about Fukushima and introduced Aizu lacquerware at the Japan Festival in
Perth.

+ June 2020: The Kenjinkai brought messages from schools and organizations in Fukushima to elementary schools and high
schools in Australia seriously damaged by the forest fires in New South Wales.
